Important Information for Potential Cataract Surgery Patients

You have been identified as a patient who may need cataract surgery to improve your vision.   A cataract is simply a clouding of the natural lens inside the eye.  If this clouding becomes bothersome, the cataract (cloudy lens) can be removed and replaced with a new clear lens implant.


Until recently patients had only one lens implant option.  However recent developments have allowed us to offer certain patients additional lens implant options based on their individual case and their desire to reduce the need for glasses after surgery.  These choices are:

□ Conventional Lens Implants

These lens implants have been used for decades and provide a good quality of vision.  Often the use of these implants can reduce dependence on glasses, but most patients still need to wear glasses full-time for daily tasks after surgery.  


Medicare or Private Insurance usually pays for these lens implants so there is no additional out of pocket cost other than your normal co-pay and/or deductible.   

□ Toric Lens Implants


These lens implants can further reduce your need for glasses after surgery by correcting astigmatism if present.  This helps to improve distance vision without glasses or contacts.  These implants do not eliminate the need for reading glasses. 


There is an additional out of pocket cost for the upgrade to the Toric Lens Implant over what insurance or Medicare will pay.   

□ Premium Lens Implants



This type of lens implant, called the CrystaLens is designed to help patients see well at distance and at near after cataract surgery without glasses.  This provides the greatest reduction in the need for glasses after surgery, although some patients will still require the use of glasses occasionally.   


There is an additional out of pocket cost for this upgrade to the Premium Lens Technology over what insurance or Medicare will pay.
