 Dr. John Kirkland new President of the Prestigious Frederick A. Coller Surgical Society

Dr. John Kirkland, Harbin Clinic Vascular Surgeon, has been designated as President-Elect of the Frederick A. Coller Surgical Society. A member of the society since 1980, Dr. Kirkland was selected for the prestigious position at the 54th Annual Meeting of the F.A. Coller Surgical Society in Indianapolis, Indiana, Sept. 25-28, 2008. The Coller Society has over 400 members throughout the United States and multiple foreign countries.
“Being elected President of The Coller Society is the highest honor that I could receive,” Kirkland said. “I am committed to doing everything in my power to promote, develop and perpetuate the ideals of the Coller Society.”

The Coller Society exists to promote the art and science of surgery, to foster education and to perpetuate friendships.  
The Society sponsors two Research Fellowships per year for outstanding young surgical investigators. In addition the Society offers eight Frederick A. Coller Traveling Fellowships to Surgical Residents in their last two years of residency. The program allows the recipient to visit several other surgical training programs in other parts of the country to obtain a wider perspective and broader experience in his or her chosen field of specialization.
Dr. Kirkland, who completed his residency at the University of Michigan Medical Center, Ann Arbor, in June of 1978, explained how membership comes about in the elite Society for surgeons. He said that board certified surgeons of all specialties may apply under several conditions: They must have received a major part of their surgical training at the University of Michigan or in another training program where a Coller Society member played an integral role in their training and is willing to nominate them for membership; two other members must endorse the application; and then the Society’s council reviews the application. If they approve, then the new member must be elected by the entire membership. 
The Coller Society has endowed The Frederick A. Coller Professorship of Surgery at the University of Michigan as well. The chair is occupied by Dr Michael Mulholland who is the Chairman of the Department of Surgery at the University of Michigan. 

In regards to Vascular Surgery, Kirkland said, “I am equally committed to the future of this exciting specialty and very proud of the Coller Society members who have been instrumental in its development.
“This includes the current editor of the Journal of Vascular Surgery and two emeritus editors, three former presidents of the Society of Vascular Surgery and the heads of eight university departments of Vascular Surgery,” Kirkland added.
 
Kirkland’s experience in leadership as well as Vascular Surgery also includes serving as a Society counselor, the chairman of the program committee and twice as chairman of the local arrangements committee. He is also the immediate past president of The Atlanta Vascular Society. Dr. Kirkland has been with Harbin Clinic for 30 years, joining the physician-owned multi-specialty group in August 1978. 

Dr. Kirkland received his Medical Doctorate degree from Emory University School of Medicine in Atlanta.
