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Harbin Clinic is top fundraiser for Floyd County Relay for Life giving over $35,000

Afterwards, he walked over to Dr. Dilawar Khan, his oncologist caregiver, hugged him and introduced him to his family.  “That’s why we ‘Relay,’” Holbrook said.

Williams, who has served as the Floyd County Chair for the past three years said that as she looks back through the years she can’t remember a time in her life that she was not affected by the word cancer.  Whether it was a family member fighting the battle, patients encountered through her work at Harbin or her best friends from childhood. She said that there has always been someone in her life fighting this disease.
