To many people, however, Fellows is more than number one in audiology and patient care, he is number one in volunteering. The Rome community has benefited for many years from his service-oriented mind-set.   

Fellows has served, and will continue to be devoted to, the Free Clinic of Rome and the Boy Scouts of America as well as being involved in a free-meal program offered in the community through his church on a monthly basis.
